Words of Ministry 
Did you know that Jesus has secret and hidden food that you can help Him 

enjoy? Jesus had just had a long day of ministry. He was tired and sat 

down to rest as the disciples went to get food. Resting at a well, Jesus 

encountered a sinful woman and He took time to minister Eternal life to 

her soul. Upon the disciples return with food, Jesus made this statement:

Jesus was strengthened and blessed by giving to this needy woman! This is 

something that we need to learn about Jesus: He loves to give! He loves to 

take what is His from the Father and to lavish it upon people at the asking.

How unlike Him we often are. When people draw from us or keep 

depending on us, we may end up stressed, tired and irritable. But this is 

not the case with Jesus! When people draw from Him, He is strengthened 

and refreshed! This is because the Son relies upon the Father for 

everything and enjoys this bond of unbroken fellowship with the Father. 

When you or I come to Christ and make a faith demand upon His 

redeeming work, it stirs up His ever-enriching fellowship with the Father 

to meet that demand. It is the joy of His heart to do so. 

Jesus is, after all, God. And He is the one in whom the Father has placed all 

His FULLNESS to be drawn from: άCƻǊ DƻŘ ǿŀǎ ǇƭŜŀǎŜŘ ǘƻ ƘŀǾŜ ŀƭƭ Ƙƛǎ 

ŦǳƭƭƴŜǎǎ ŘǿŜƭƭ ƛƴ ƘƛƳΧέ (Col 1:19). That means that all that God wants to 

communicate to us, distribute to us, dispense into us, etc. will all come 

through relationship to the person of Christ. So when we come to Christ 

and receive from Him we honour His position, we confirm His fellowship 

with the Father and we rejoice His heart! He gets to eat some of His

So beloved, draw from Jesus! This should be your first and greatest 

ministry: serve Jesus by letting Him serve you! Go to Him for everything.

This revelation of Christ will produce in the church a new kind of humility 

that will lead us to deep, deep repentance. Why? Because it flies in the 

face of our pride and self-sufficiency. It takes humility to allow Jesus to 

minister to us. We take pride in being competent and capable of doing 

things for the Lord. But before we can do things for the Lord we must be 

sure who is doing the work: Him or me?! If it is Him, then everything must 

come from Him and we must learn to receive before we try and do His
