What would it mean for God to come into the earth and reshape its 

destiny? For one, that event would be a hugely supernatural occurrence. 

The fingerprints of God would be seen in the invasion of His love on every 

level of human affairs. Its effects would be deeply felt at the root levels of 

our being. It would eliminate our fears! And that is exactly what we see in 

the first Christmas…. 

The birth of Christ was a supernatural event. A supernatural pregnancy, a 

guiding star, angels appearing to shepherds… all these signs were proof 

that God’s love had broken into the realm of human living with a Divine 

rescue mission. Love Himself became flesh to live among us and guide us 

out of fear and into His peace. 

Beloved, the message of the first Christmas came with an introduction you 

still need to hear today: “Do not be afraid…” ‘Then the angel said to them, 

“Do not be afraid, for behold, I bring you good tidings of great joy which 

will be to all people. For there is born to you this day in the city of David a 

Savior, who is Christ the Lord”’ (Luke 2:10-11). Oh how we still need to 

hear these words deeply! “Do not be afraid.” We read in the scriptures 

about these days, “men’s hearts failing them from fear and the 

expectation of those things which are coming on the earth…” (Luke 21:26). 

Fear is rampant everywhere: the fear of terrorism, fear of a failing 

economy, fear of sickness, disaster, war, etc., etc. Everywhere we look fear 

holds human lives in slavery, oppression and fruitlessness. 

The Bible tells us that the only antidote to fear is love. “There is no fear in 

love; but perfect love casts out fear, because fear involves torment. But he 

who fears has not been made perfect in love” (1 John 4:18). Only “perfect 

love” can cast out fear. So where do you find “PERFECT LOVE”? Only from 

God. Only God’s love for you is perfect. So the way to eliminate fear in 

your life is to know and believe in the love that God has for you. “And we 

have known and believed the love that God has for us. God is love, and he 

who abides in love abides in God, and God in him” (1 John 4:16). That is 

the power of God’s love. It totally removes the root of fear and brings you 

into a place of faith. 

In the unrest of this age it’s time for you to have a goal that, humanly 

speaking, seems impossible. It’s time for you to totally eliminate fear from 

your life. Only God’s love can make this possible. When fear is overcome, 

the enemy will lose power over you. That is the reason Jesus came on that 

very first Christmas. He came to deliver you from fear: “Inasmuch then as 

the children have partaken of flesh and blood, He Himself likewise shared 

in the same, that through death He might destroy him who had the power 

of death, that is, the devil, and release those who through fear of death 

were all their lifetime subject to bondage” (Heb 2:14-15). Here God is 

telling you that you are going to be delivered from a “lifetime” of being 

subject to the bondage caused by fear! 

This is why the angel came on that first Christmas with a message that 

began with, “Do not be afraid…” Christmas came to eliminate fear from 

the throne of your heart by introducing you to the love of God in Christ. 

Beloved, celebrate this season of the year by receiving the perfect love of 

God into your heart. Let it dislodge and eliminate every trace of fear from 

occupying any place in your heart or mind. God make it a command 

throughout the scriptures: “Do NOT be afraid”. The way you do that is to 

keep your heart in the love of God in every situation that comes your way. 

And the Bible tells us how to do that: “…but you, beloved, building 

yourselves up on your most holy faith, praying in the Holy Spirit, keep 

yourselves in the love of God…” (Jude 20-21). Pray in the Spirit and soak 

yourself in the love of God. Keep your heart there. Don’t let fear come in. 

Then you will celebrate a truly “care free” Christmas. 
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
