A.  Christ Came to Serve us with 

Himsel f.  

 

Mark 10:45 (NKJV) For even the Son of Man did not come to 

be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many. 

He served us in the past, He still serves us in the present and 
He is going to serve us in the future. 

1.  He came to Give us and serve us with His 
Life.

B. His Titles  and Roles show this: Bread to feed, True Vine 
to give life, Shepherd to guide, Gate to give entrance, 
Light to enlighten, Water to refresh, Baptiser to empower, 
Friend to hearten, etc. 

C. John 10:10 (NKJV) 10The thief does not come except to 
steal, and to kill, and to destroy. I have come that they may 
have life, and that they may have it more abundantly. 

D. Galatians 2:20 (NKJV) 20I have been crucified with Christ; 
it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life 
which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God,

2.  He served us in the Past . (Mark 10:45)  
A. He served in 9 Steps that constitute His work: 

i. Incarnation, Human Living 
ii. Death, Burial, Resurrection 
iii. Ascension, Glorification, Enthronement 
iv. Outpouring 

 

3.  He serves us in the Present .  
 Luke 22:26 - 27 (NKJV) 26But not so among you; on the 

contrary, he who is greatest among you, let him be as the 
younger, and he who governs as he who serves.  27For who is 
greater, he who sits at the table, or he who serves? Is it not he 
who sits at the table? Yet I am among you as the One who 
serves.  

 

4.  He will serve us in the Future .  
 Luke 12:37 (NKJV) 37Blessed are those servants whom the 

master, when he comes, will find watching. Assuredly, I say to 
you that he will gird himself and have them sit down to eat,

5.  Christ serves us first, so that we may ser ve 

the Father  in serving others .  
 1 John 4:19 (NKJV) 19We love Him because He first loved us. 
 1 John 3:16 (NKJV) 16By this we know love, because He laid 

down His life for us. And we also ought to lay down our lives for 
the brethren.   
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6.  We should learn how to come to the Lord and 

have Him serve us, so He can also serve 
others through us.  

A. John 13:1-17 - Read 
B. We come to Him in spirit and truth, in faith and receive. 

 

7.  As a Spirit , the Lord serves us by Dispensing 

Himself into us as life, so that He becomes 
the MEANS by which we serve others.

(1:14 -20)  
 He is the content of the gospel (1:1) 
 He is the messenger and the message

 The Gospel is the power of God! (Rom. 1:16) 
 Are you preaching the gospel? 

 

2.  He taught the Truth  to free the deceived  (21 -

22)  
A. Mark 1:21-22 
B. He Himself is the truth, Light and Life 
C. His teaching brought people out of darkness into light 

(Acts 26:18) 
D. His light brings light (John 1:4) 

 

3.  He cast out demons  to free the oppressed  
(23 -28)  
 1 John 3:8 (NKJV) ȰFor this purpose the Son of God was 

manifested, that He might destroy the works of the devil.ȱ 
 Acts 10:38 (NKJV) 38how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with 

the Holy Spirit and with power, who went about doing good 
and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for God was 
with Him.   

   

4.  He healed the sick  (29 -39)  
 Mark 1:34, 35 
 32That evening after sunset the people brought to Jesus all 

the sick and demonɀpossessed. 33The whole town gathered 
at the door, 34and Jesus healed many who had various 
diseases. He also drove out many demons, but he would not 
let the demons speak because they knew who he was. 
35Very early in the morning, while it was still dark, Jesus got 
up, left the house and went off to a solitary place, where he

 Sickness issues from sin and is an abnormal condition 
 Jesus recovers from sickness so people can serve God. 

(3:10; 6:5, 13, 56) 
 

5.  He cleansed lepers  (40 -45)  
 Leprosy is a type of sin in its spreading, numbing and 

destroying influence. 
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C. We Enter into The Contents of 

Christôs Service  by Walking in our 

spirit.  

 

Romans 1:9 (NKJV) 9For God is my witness, whom I serve with 

my spirit in the gospel of His Son . 

 

Romans 8:16 (NKJV) 16The Spirit Himself bears witness with our 

spirit that we are children of God,   

1.  The content of Christôs Service is found as 
we walk in the Spirit.  

A. Christ has returned as a Spirit to live in our spirit. 
B. John 14:16-17, 20; John 16:13 
C. The service of Christ to us is experience as a biography in 

us when we walk in the spirit. 
D. 2 Timothy 1:7 (NKJV) 7For God has not given us a spirit 

of fear, but of power and of love and of a sound mind.  
 
 

2.  The Spirit of Christ contains all His CONTENT 
ï all He did, passed through and accomplished.  

 The Spirit is a Dispensing presence, a parakletos, a active 
principle (breath, wind, movement).

Without being in our spirit, we will have no 
reality of these contents  

 

D.  The Contents of Christôs Ministry 

can  b ecome our Personal and 

Corporate Mission . 

 

Mark 16: 15, 19-20) 15He said to them, Go into all the world 

and preach the good news to all creation. 

19After the Lord Jesus had spoken to them, he was taken up 

into heaven and he sat at the right hand of God. 20Then the 

disciples went out and preached everywhere, and the Lord worked 

with them and confirmed his word by the signs that accompanied 

it. 

 

1.  Receive and Release the 5 categories of His 
service.  

i. Preaching the Gospel 
ii. Teaching the truth 
iii. Cast out devils 
iv. Heal the sick 
v. Cleanse the lepers 

 

2.  Believe in the Contents of a Full Salvation  for 
your life and others.  

i. Heals a Sickness and Fever (Mark 1:29 -30)   
ii. Heals Leprosy (Mk 1:40 -42)  ï  

iii. Heals a Paralytic (2:1 -12)   
iv. Heals a withered hand (3:1 -5)   

v. Heals demonic oppression (5:1 -20)   
vi. Heals a flow of Blood (5:25 -34)  Raises a dead 

girl to life (5: 35 -43)  

vii. Heals deaf and dumb (7:31 -37)   
viii. Heals a Blind man (8:22 -26)   
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3.  We must receive to Give.  (Our ministry and 
mission is born out of supply in our spirit).

i. Preachers: proclaim good news 
ii. Teachers: lay out truth 
iii. Deliverers: contend with satan 
iv. Healers: rescue mission 
v. Cleansers: purify as salt 

 

6.  When we are filled with the CONTENTS of the 

world its all we have to give  (and church life is 
damaged ) .  

 
7.  Christôs love should make you a MISSIONED 

person  (and cause you to live as a companion of 
Christ in His ongoing mission on earth).
