In troduction:  
A.  (Nehemiah 12)  The rebuilders celebrate the 

dedication of the wall of Jerusalem.  
¶ There is joy in a life of DISTINCTION for God. 

¶ The wall separated the community FROM the world and TO 
God. 

¶ There is a celebration of the WALL as the power of their 
separation to God 

 

B.  The Joy of God is experi enced in a life of 

Divine ORDER.  
¶ The rebuilders built the wall, returned to the word, repented, 

made new commitments to God = A Life of DIVINE ORDER.

E.  Pra ise is commanded by God for a life of

¶ God commands praise. It flows spontaneously where we 

fellowship with God, but it is also required to be offered as a

¶ God commands it, not because He needs it, but because we 
need it!

A.  The Priests are called back to their priestly 
service of worship, songs and music.  
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B.  You are called to be a singing, joyful, 
musical person!  (Answer the call!)

1. Yadah ς extend hand vigorously 
2. Towdah ς expressing thanks 
3. Halal ς to be clear, shine, rave 
4. Shaback ς shout loudly, command, decree 
5. Barak ς to kneel, bow down 
6. Zamar ς touch strings, with joy 
7. Tehillah ς to sing out praises repeatedly 
Note: All these words imply activity, action and motion. 
It puts our spirit in MOTION towards God.

consecration, anointing, filling hands, eating, etc. 

¶ All these things have been accomplished for us by Jesus. The 
work is DONE. 

¶ When we keep Jesus, we take care of all the details. He is our 
everything before God! 

¶ Hebrews 10:22 (NIV) 22let us draw near to God with a sincere 
heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled to 
cleanse us from a guilty conscience and having our bodies 
washed with pure water.

¶ Note: Our priesthood is SUPPLIED to be sustained. 
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B.  Our spirit needs to be SUPPLIED for 
continual praise.
