Davidõs Heart:

Psalm 27:4

The Man after Godõs own heart 3-fold expression:

1. To obey the commands of Godõs heart.

2. To study the emotions of Godõs heart.

3. To contend for the purpose of Godõs heart.

òHe has showed you, O man, what is good. 
And what does the LORD require of you? 
To act justly and to love mercy 
and to walk humbly with your God.ó(Micah 6:8 )
