What would it be like to live in a world without fear? The world gives 

us a view of power through fear: authority, control and manipulation. We 

are under the pressure of controlling agendas from almost everywhere in 
life. But Jesus Christ demonstrated the true art of power when He came 

into the world with God’s freeing agenda of Love… 

The Art of True Power 

(Walking skilfully and mindfully in the love of God shed abroad 
in our hearts) 

Matthew 20:25 - 28 (NKJV) 
25

But Jesus called them to Himself and 

said, “You know that the rulers of the Gentiles lord it over them, and those 

who are great exercise authority over them.  
26

Yet it shall not be so among 

you; but whoever desires to become great among you, let him be your 

servant.  
27

And whoever desires to be first among you, let him be your 

slave— 
28

just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, 

and to give His life a ransom for many.”  

 

A. Jesus contrasts two very different “systems” of 
power: Domination through Authority vs Service through 
Love. 

 ―You know that the rulers of the Gentiles lord it over them, 
and those who are great exercise authority over them.‖ 

 The world’s idea of power is CONTROL through power. 

 Along with CONTROL is someone’s AGENDA for your life. 

 We need to become AGENDA – FREE, except for the Loving 

agenda of God: to love us into freedom! 

 ―Yet it shall not be so among you; but whoever desires to 
become great among you, let him be your servant.‖   
 

B. The world wields power through the domination of 
Fear. 

 The world has nothing to give the spirit of man, so it has to 

control outwardly through fear! 

 Fear is a SPIRIT 

 Uses power to control, manipulate, agenda-ize. 

 God says that in love there is no ―fear of punishment‖ 

 John 4:16-18 ―And we have known and believed the love 
that God has for us. God is love, and he who abides in love 
abides in God, and God in him. 17Love has been perfected 
among us in this: that we may have boldness in the day of 
judgment; because as He is, so are we in this world. 18There is 
no fear in love; but perfect love casts out fear, because fear 
involves torment(―punishment‖ – NIV). But he who fears has 

not been made perfect in love. 
 

C. God demonstrates power through serving in Love. 
 God fills our spirit with Himself as Love and this inward 

RESOURCE enables us to live as God would. 

 John 3:16 – God’s Agenda is to LOVE the world back to 

restoration through His Son. 

  

D. We are called to walk in the ART of Jesus’s kingdom 
Power: LOVE 

 John 13:34-35 – ―A NEW commandment I give…‖ 
 Jesus came to demonstrate God’s True Power to the world: 

LOVE! 

 This is the true mark of His Kingdom people! (v. 35) 
 

E. Our Greatest Stewardship with the planet: God’s Love is 
shed abroad in our hearts! 

 Romans 5:5 (NKJV) 5Now hope does not disappoint, 
because the love of God has been poured out in our hearts by 
the Holy Spirit who was given to us. 

 We can live as a new breed of people in the earth! Live 

the agenda of God’s love! 
 “Love never fails” – 1 Cor 13:8a 

 
F. Where the church needs to be in these days: 

 Ephesians 3:17 - 19 (NKJV) 17that Christ may dwell in 
your hearts through faith; that you, being rooted and 
grounded in love,  18may be able to comprehend with all 
the saints what is the width and length and depth and 
height— 19to know the love of Christ which passes 
knowledge; that you may be filled with all the fullness of 
God. 
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 Rooted and grounded in love 

 Able to Comprehend the love 

 Knowing this love 

 Filled with God’s fullness of Love 

 
 

Getting what you want by serving in 

love 

Galatians 5:13 (NKJV) 13For you, brethren, have been called to 

liberty; only do not use liberty as an opportunity for the flesh, but through 

love serve one another.   

A.  How people get what they want: Getting or Giving… 
 People will do almost anything to get what they want: fight, 

control, manipulate, etc. 

 People spend a lot of energy to obtain for themselves some 
kind of “power-system” to get what they want: accumulate 
money, fame, position, possessions, authority, emotional 
advantage, etc. 

 What is your “power trip”?  
 Men look for alternative òpower-systemsó because they 

have left the ONE who wants to GIVE us all we need! 

 The Garden of Eden was self-sustaining/ man’s curse was that 
self effort replaced grace. 
 

B.  The world’s system: Get what you want. 
 In the world anything goes as long as you get what you want. 

 The key is your own effort at GETTING. 

 James 4:1-4 

 Fear, at the root of the world’s system of getting, operates out of 
“not enough” 
 

C.  God’s system: Give what you want. 
 Love, at the root of God’s system, operates out of “more than 

enough” 

 Love says, “Give and it will be given to you…” 

 Become the answer: live to Give out of love. 
 

D.  Striving or surrendering / requiring or receiving…which will be 
your way? 

 The world: strive to get what you want 

 God: surrender to what you already have 

 The world: require what you want from others 

 God: receive what you want from God. 
 

E.  Gal 5:13: “Serve one another in Love” – a secret call to a life of 
true power (you will operate in the heavenly realms!) 

 This is NOT a call to bondage or restriction, but a call to entering 
into a life of true power 

 This is heaven’s system: òserve in loveó 

 This άǇƻǿŜǊ-ǎȅǎǘŜƳέ comes from the heart of God and is consistent 
with your make-up as a spiritual being. 

 The love of God is shed abroad in our hearts from Heaven’s 
messenger: Rom 5:5 
 

F.  If you walk in Love, you will get what you want: from the 
inside out. 

 The world system works from outside in: accumulate outside what 
you want and hope it brings inward satisfaction. 

 God’s system says get the inside right and the outside will fall into 
place with it: Matt 6:33 
 
 

 

1. Let your first line of offense be to walk in Love. 

 
John 3:16 (NKJV) 16For God so loved the world that He gave His only 

begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have 

everlasting life.  
17

For God did not send His Son into the world to condemn 

the world, but that the world through Him might be saved. 

A.  Love was God’s Strategy and Response to the fall of man. 
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 John 3:16-17 

 Rom 5:8 
 

B.  Whatever you lost: Walk in Love and you will get it all back. 
 Col 1:19-20 

 

C.  Make a quality decision: άL ǿƛƭƭ ǿŀƭƪ ƛƴ ƭƻǾŜ ŀƴŘ ƴƻǘ ōŜ 
ƻŦŦŜƴŘŜŘΦέ 

 You will be challenged if you walk in love. And have many 
opportunities to get offended. Don’t do it! 

 Don’t give into an offended soul, turn to your spirit and walk in love. 
 

D.  Walking in love will keep negative seeds from the enemy from 
being planted in your soul (doubts, bitterness, anger, fear, etc.) 

 1 John 4:16 – stay in love; say abiding in God and He in you. 

 Love is your own “weed and feed” fertilizer for the garden of your 
soul. 
 

E.  If the devil can’t take you out of love, he cannot keep your 
goods. 
 

F.  The Example of Jesus: His response to the murder of John the 
Baptist. 

 Mark 6:27-34; Luke 9:7-11 

 
 

2. Stay free by staying in the service of Love. 

Galatians 5:13 (NKJV) 13For you, brethren, have been called to 

liberty; only do not use liberty as an opportunity for the flesh, but through 

love serve one another.   

A.  These two things are tied together: our call to Freedom and 
walking in love. 

 Gal 5:13 
 

B.  When we stay in love, we stay in God and His activity within our 
spirit. 

 1 John 4:12 (NKJV) 
12

No one has seen God at any time. If we love 

one another, God abides in us, and His love has been perfected in 

us.   

 1 John 4:16 

 John 15:9 - “As the Father loved Me, I also have loved you; abide in 

My love. 
 

C.  Keep yourself in the Love of God (Jude 21) 
 20But you, beloved, building yourselves up on your most holy faith, 

praying in the Holy Spirit, 21keep yourselves in the love of God, 

looking for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ unto eternal life. 

 

D.  Love is a unitive power: it gathers everything together in one 
focus. (Therefore it is a healing, delivering and freeing force.) 
 

E.  Where you step out of love, you become exposed to one of 
satan’s “capturing” forces – offense, unforgiveness, doubt, fear, 
etc. 
 

F.  We should love for love’s sake; but sometimes we need to see 
that we need to love for our sake too: to stay free inside. 
 

G.  “Through love serve one another.” Keeps everything positive in 
you and others and keeps the door open to miracles! 
 
 

3. Love will germinate, nurture and harvest 
whatever is God-given. 

 
1 Corinthians 13:7 (NKJV) 7bears all things, believes all things, hopes 

all things, endures all things.  
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A.  When we walk in love, God’s presence will bring into fruition all 
He has given. ό[ƻǾŜ ƛǎ ǘƘŜ ǊƛƎƘǘ ŜƴǾƛǊƻƴƳŜƴǘ ŦƻǊ άDƻŘ-ǎǘǳŦŦέ ǘƻ 
grow!) 

 Love is a nurturing force to ALL άDƻŘ-ǎǘǳŦŦέ in us and others. 

 Hosea 14:5 
 

B.  What God has given you will grow when you walk in love. 
 Col 3:13 

 

C.  What God has given others will grow as you walk in love. 
 

D.  People excel in an environment of love (acceptance, 
understanding and participation). 

 Eph 4:15 
 

E.  Everything in the New Creation is rooted to operate in love. (Gal 
5:6) 
 

F.  Woman healed from her infirmity (Luke 13:10-17). 
 Love from Christ re-established her covenant rights as a daughter of

B.  Our walking in love towards others is proof that we are walking 
in God’s love towards us. 

 1 John 4:12 (NKJV) 12No one has seen God at any time. If we 
love one another, God abides in us, and His love has been 
perfected in us.   
 

C.  Love’s strategy: stay in love and watch God work 
supernaturally! 
 
1. Noah – Loved in an Ark (Gen 7:15-17) 
 
2. Joseph – Love despite unfairness (Gen 39:20-23) 
 
3. Job – Love despite hardships (Job 13:15) 
 
4. Daniel – Love despite opposition (Daniel 6:10) 
 
5. Hosea – Love despite unfaithfulness (Hosea 3:1) 
 
6. Jesus – Forgive despite injustice (Luke 23:34)

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appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and became obedient to the 

point of death, even the death of the cross.

A.  The Bible calls us to the Mind of Christ (Phil 2:5) – a mind of 
Love. 

 You are as spiritual to the degree your mind as been renewed 
to Love 

 Love alone does no harm to others: Rom 13:10 
 Romans 13:10 (NKJV) 

10
Love does no harm to a neighbor; 

therefore love is the fulfillment of the law.  
 

B.  Jesus went in the opposite direction of how people in the world 
obtained power: descent into power! 
 

C.  Love reduces you to nothing but God and then lifts you up into 
possessing Him. 
 

D.  Jesus’ steps of descent into love’s power: (Phil 2:5-9) 
1. Minding position with God 
2. Making Himself of no reputation 
3. Taking the Position of a servant 
4. Humbling Himself to obey Love 

 

E.  Let God do the Promoting (2:9) 
 9Therefore God also has highly exalted Him and given Him the 

name which is above every name,

John 13:5 5After that, He poured water into a basin and began to 

wash the disciples’ feet, and to wipe them with the towel with which He 

was girded. 
John 13:14 -

If I then, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also 

ought to wash one another’s feet.  

 

A.  Jesus’ command to love is an invitation to a life of Kingdom 
power! (John 13:34) 

 “A new commandment I give to you, that you love one another; 

as I have loved you, that you also love one another. 35By this 

all will know that you are My disciples, if you have love for one 

another.”

B.  Jesus demonstrated this love with Water and a Towel. (John 
13:5) 

 The water is to wash away the dirt and dust of the world from our 
feet 

 The towel is to receive and dry the newly washed and clean feet. 

 Love FORGIVES (water of washing – Eph 5:26) and ACCEPTS (as in 
Christ – Eph 1:6; 2 Cor 5:16-17) 
 

C.  Offer Forgiveness and Acceptance: the two bedrocks of Love. 
  

D.  What did Jesus get out of this: 12 devoted apostles! 
 

E.  All you need in Jesus’ Love University is a WT degree (Water 
and Towel). 
 

F.  Story of Mephiboseth (crippled feet under the kings table) 
 2 sam 9:13

Luke 6:38 - 38Give, and it will be given to you: good measure, 

pressed down, shaken together, and running over will be put into 

your bosom. For with the same measure that you use, it will be 

measured back to you.” 
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A.  Love knows a secret in God’s kingdom: When you give, you will 
receive! 

 It is a secret operation the spiritual world knows about and why 
angels serve so joyously! 

 A giving spirit stays young, supplied and free. 
 

B.  Love operates from a place of FULLNESS and so is happy to give. 
 

C.  Love is not diminished by giving, but grows. 
 

D.  Love opens us up to God’s supernatural supply. 
 

E.  άtǊƛƳŜ ǘƘŜ ǇǳƳǇέ: Give a little and tap into a greater return. 
 

F.  Give what you have. Start with a little and sow: it will GROW! 
 

G.  Love has an abundance mentality because God is the source.
